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You Said, We Did
How We Have Responded to Your Concerns
All teams have worked together, being involved in Operation Spartan, dispersal zones, Ward Panel meetings, contact points and warrants.
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Brondesbury  
PC Clements carried out a drugs warrant at an address in Brondesbury with the help of South Cluster where one male was arrested for the Production of Cannabis and Possession of cannabis.
Dollis Hill 
PC Leach assisted with a female who was sentenced to 10 years and 4 months for GBH with intent and common assault and affray. She attacked another female in a multi - occupancy address in Dollis Hill. Joint working with CID at Wembley police station and Dollis Hill SNT.
Kilburn    
The Team arrested a man who was wanted for a sexual offence in East London and also arrested a violent shoplifter at Sainsbury’s for theft and assault on police. This man received a 12 week suspended sentence for theft and one week suspended for resisting police.
Operation Spartan patrols have been carried out by all teams in conjunction with council and charity partners.  The operation has seen a 13% reduction in violent crime, a reduction in street drinking and begging, and drug dealing around Kilburn High Road. 

Dispersal zones have been put in place and we continue to patrol these areas.
Mapesbury 
The Team carried out a Section 23 Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 search warrant which was executed at an address on Anson Road NW2 regarding intelligence of drug supply on a daily basis. This was conducted by officers from South Cluster SNT along with Territorial Support Group. A number of items believed to be stolen were recovered along with cash and drugs. A firearm was also recovered but 
later deemed a toy. Two people were arrested at the scene for Possession with Intent to Supply Drugs. The investigation into this continues. 
Queens Park                                                              
The Team investigated an assault on Kilburn High Road and as a result charged a man with s20 wounding (GBH).
Keslake Road/Ladbrokes
The Team have had a meeting with the Ladbrokes Regional Security Manager and officers from the licensing team to set up a BetWatch scheme to help reduce the Anti-Social Behaviour/Street drinkers at the top of Keslake Road. We are also cracking down on off licenses selling high strength alcohol to those that are persistently street drinking.   Meetings have been set up with the licensing team to put certain procedures in place. 

Willesden Green    
PCSO Nardi assisted with following up complaints of ASB from Willesden residents. Officers from The Brent Police Licensing team conducted a visit to a convenience store assisted by the partnership tasking team this month.
Complaints related to alcohol being sold to people who were drunk, under age, causing unnecessary anti-social behaviour and harassment at all hours.

During the visit officers requested assistance from their partners at Brent Trading Standards as a haul of illegal tobacco and cigarettes were found and subsequently seized and the sale of alcohol has ceased.
Another example of joint working with partners that demonstrates that putting the public’s health at risk is unacceptable and formal action will be taken against the small minority who have total disregard for the law.
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Crime Prevention
Going away
*If you are going away on holiday try not to advertise this on social media until you return home.
*Leave radios or lights in your house on a timer to make the property appear occupied. 
*Get a trusted neighbour to keep an eye on your property or join a Neighbourhood Watch Scheme. 
*Ask your neighbour to empty the post box and collect any deliveries for you. 
*Make sure that you cancel all regular deliveries, such as newspapers. 
*Try to get into the habit of completing a set procedure when you lock up your home; in this way you ensure that you don’t forget anything.
*Please be watchful of neighbours' houses if you know they are away. 

CONDUCTING A HOME SECURITY SURVEY
The best way to conduct a review of your own home security is

to approach it with the mind-set of a potential burglar.

This is referred to as the “onion peeling principle” and can be

approached by starting with the boundaries and working inwards

towards the centre.
There are 3 key areas where you can be most effective in

reducing the likelihood of your home being burgled.

1. To Deter – measures you can use to make it harder for a

criminal to identify your home as an easy target.

2. To Delay – measures you can use to make it more difficult for

a criminal to physically break into your home and take away

your property.

3. To Detect – measures that you can use to help detect if a

criminal tries to break into your home or attempts to steal your

property.

Ward Panel focus

Ward Panels are an instrumental part of local police engagement in London "As Met Police Safer Neighbourhood (SN) teams engage with communities, through various methods such as meetings or contact points, the teams will gain an insight into the local community’s crime and disorder concerns. In order to ensure that the work of each SN team is focussed on resolving these problems, each SN team will require a process to involve local people to decide promises for them to work on."
