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You Said, We Did
How We Have Responded to Your Concerns
All teams have worked together, being involved in dispersal zones, Ward Panel meetings, contact points and warrants.

Mapesbury 
A male who was wanted for non-residential burglary on Cricklewood Broadway was arrested by PC Ed Clements. He has been sentenced to 48 weeks in prison.
A 15 year old male was stopped and searched in HASSOP ROAD, NW2 and found in possession of class A and class B drugs as well as a kitchen knife. This is currently an ongoing investigation.
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Brondesbury  
Police have been continuingly liaising with the council and have managed to help move the homeless sleepers that were living in terrible conditions in the sheds at the rear of Kingston House.

Police and the council have also managed to clear all the rubbish and debris that was cluttering the area. 

Police will continue to liaise with the council in order for these sheds to be completely removed at the earliest opportunity to deter further homeless people from using these sheds as a place to live. 

Dollis Hill 
Dollis Hill officers and Trading Standards executed a warrant at an address on Dollis Hill ward. A local resident had been buying cars and altering the mileage of them in order to sell them for a higher value and living off the profits. The case is currently under investigation with Trading Standards. 
Kilburn    
The team arrested a male for breach of court order and breach of anti social behaviour order after he was seen begging inside McDonalds in Kilburn. The male is well known on Kilburn High Road and the team had received numerous complaints about him causing anti social behaviour around the area. 
He appeared at court and received a fine.   

Queens Park   
A male was searched on Brondesbury Road and found in possession of an offensive weapon (Rambo knife)

Whilst dealing with an incident on Willesden Green at the church, in an unrelated matter, Queens Park SNT arrested a male for threatening to stab a paramedic. He was found guilty of a public order offence.

A male was arrested on suspicion of grievous bodily harm in June (he broke the victim’s jaw) was found guilty at Harrow Crown Court – Investigation led by Queens Park Safer Neighbourhoods with assistance from a Met Special Constable. 

Willesden Green  
Firstly, Willesden Green team would like to welcome back PC Haseeb Ahmed to the team. 

It has come to SNT notice that there have been five distraction thefts from cash dispensing machines in Willesden Green, Wembley & Kilburn. Team have been patrolling their ward, paying attention to anyone seen loitering around machines. Checks & searches carried out. 
Also of note: a male has been arrested for possession of a knife and Class A drugs. Weapons sweeps resulted in a knife being found hidden down an alley.

Crime Prevention
Teams have noticed an increase in distraction thefts at cash point machines in Brent over the past month.

Protect yourself from ATM theft
It’s a good idea to look around the cash machine before you use them. Be aware of anyone standing close by and always check the machine to see if it’s been tampered with before you use it.
Things to look out for are devices attached to the machine – some are more obvious than others. If you do see something suspicious contact the police and the bank.
Remember, if it doesn’t look or feel right then steer clear and, if possible, go inside the bank where it will be safer. And always keep a regular check on your transactions.
We know it’s not always easy but we strongly advise you to have eyes in the back of your head when you’re at the cash machine. Thieves will try to watch as you key in your PIN or distract you while you’re withdrawing cash. Be vigilant. Cover your PIN and keep an eye on your card at all times. If someone taps you on the shoulder or tries to speak to you, just ignore them.
When you have left the cash machine, put your card away immediately.
Finally, be careful with contactless cards. You can obtain a card holder to prevent your card details from being inadvertently read.

We don’t want you to be paranoid, but being aware of your surroundings and not being distracted makes it harder for people to take advantage and less likely that they’ll try to.

Virtual Ward Panel
Virtual ward panel has been successfully rolled out across the Metropolitan Police service over the years. Due to it being a great success on other boroughs, this is now being introduced to Brent over the next few months. Ward panels will be updated with results from the online questionnaire at the meetings.      

Virtual Ward Panel is an electronic public online survey system implemented to improve community engagement and give the community a say in ward panel promises from the comfort of their own home and is completely anonymous.
The system broadens and enhances engagement and allows accurate and open feedback to assist in setting ward panel promise. 
The public will be asked to select from a list of recurring issues within their ward which they feel should be a promise for the safer neighbourhoods team (SNT`s) to deal with.

Ward Panel focus
Ward panels are locally based meetings with the Police, local ward councillors, one ward panel chairperson and people who live and/or work in the area. The ward panel meet three times a year. Each meeting includes a rundown of local crime statistics and information on recent incidents including anti-social behaviour. Members will help to prioritise the concerns of the community and promises will be set by the ward panel and given to the safer neighbourhood police team. This will give you an opportunity to meet other like-minded residents with which you can share information or concerns with about your ward.
